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Cleanup at LAX runway turns into treasure hunt of
sorts

Los Angeles International Airport personnel,
wearing safety vests or bright-colored T-shirts take,
on Wednesday took part in a runway walk, picking
up debris to clear Runwayv 24E on the north side of
the airport.

Bolts and pieces of metal, right, were among the items picked up along the runway. LAY officials say
foreign object debris is a major problem because it can result in costly
damage to aircraft and support vehicles, delays in flights schedules and
injuries to airport personnel.

An airplane fuel cap, below, was picked up by a magnetic sweeper working along the runway.
So-ralled foreign object debris is anything that potentially can impair an aireraft's ability to flv. It can
be as small as coins or as large as vehicle parts.
